Talking with children and youth is a two-sided
conversation. Taking at children and youth is one-sided.

“Put on your raincoat,” You're going to spill that, and “You
need a haircut” are examples of “talking at.” Adults who
talk at children and youth may excuse themselves by
saying that the kids cannot converse at an adult’s level,
but that isn’t really the point.

No one — young children included — likes to be talked at.
Try talking with children and notice the results.

Talking with children and youth; then, listening to what
they do have to say are valuable habits to form. They pay
big dividends when children become teenagers.
