They both replied that they 
were not too worried about it, the 
Boy Scout troop had a least one ser-
vice project a month.  They both ex-
pected to have more than enough by 
May.  In fact, Noah had worked on 
an Eagle project the weekend before 
and together with Scouting for Food 
already had 7 of his hours.  “I should 
have joined Boy Scouts when I was 
little,” was the response.  Noah and 
Conner jumped right in and said, 
“You can join at any time!”  “In fact,” 
Conner said, “I just joined last April 
when I was in 7th grade!”  Keegan is 
the newest Boy Scout in Troop 550.  

Recruiting never ends; recruiting is 
not just a fall activity; recruiting is 
not just a spring activity.  Recruiting 
is not limited to little boys entering 
the 1st grade.  Recruiting should be 
on-going, all the time for all units.

Merit Badge Clinics—Redmond
The LDS Redmond Stake sponsors a 
Merit Badge clinic which occurs the 
second Saturday of every month 
unless otherwise noted on the sched-
ule.  It has averaged approximately 20 
- 25 boys per session and is open to all 
Scouts.  Each clinic starts at 9:00 am 
and runs 1½ to 2 hours, depending 
upon how much time the counselor 
determines he/she needs.  Scouts are 
should wear their uniform unless oth-
erwise noted and should bring a blue 
card FILLED OUT and SIGNED by 
their leader.  Parents or leaders are not 
required to stay with the boys as the 
sponsor provides two-deep leadership.  
However, any parent or leader is wel-
come to stay and may, depending 
upon the counselor, be asked to par-
ticipate.

The ten Merit Badges that are offered 
each year are chosen from the required 
list of Merit Badges.

Apr. 12—Environmental Science
May 10—First Aid
June 14—Camping

The clinics are held at the LDS Union 
Hill building at 7115 224th Avenue NE, 
Redmond.  Typically, counselors re-
turn at 8:00 am the next month to sign 
off requirements.  If the counselor will 
not be returning the following month 
for the one-hour follow-up, the boys 
will be informed of that at the clinic.
