It
just happens that our Lodge Chief’s father is an architect, so Glenn
Wilson has put in many, many hours drawing out the plans for the
bowl.

We expect this project will occupy most of our time for the next
WES (Wilderness Engineering Society), and Memorial Day
Worker’s weekends...and perhaps even a couple of other special
events.
